The prophet denounces corruption and injustice, but offers hope to the survivors of the impending destruction
if they will seefe the 1ord and love good while hating evil. God’s judgment will be like fire on all the
iniguities of the people of the northern kingdom in Palestine. They will not live to enjoy their ill-gotten
Iuxury. The prudent individual will be shocked into silence.

Seck the Lord and live, or he will break out against the house of Joseph like fire,

and it will devour Bethel, with no one to quench it.
Ah, you that turn justice to wormwood, and bring righteousness to the ground!

They hate the one who reproves in the gate, and they abhor the one who speaks
the truth. Therefore, because you trample on the poor and take from them levies
of grain, you have built houses of hewn stone, but you shall not live in them;

The Lord’s word is active, probing the human heart and all creation, while we can yet boldly approach God’s
throne becanse Jesus, our great high priest, has known our weaknesses and temptations. The first statement is
a warning: God’s word, which God has spoken at the creation, through the scriptures, and personally in Jesus,
15 everywhere and markes judgment. But we now have a heavenly high priest, our brother, who knows

all about onr life, and helps us to find God’s mercy. The insistence that [esus was withont sin relies not on
extensive knowledge of what he did not do, but on the memory of his positive dedication to God’s will.

The word of God is living and active, sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing
until it divides soul from spirit, joints from marrow; it is able to judge the thoughts
and intentions of the heart. And before him no creature is hidden, but all are naked
and laid bare to the eyes of the one to whom we must render an account.

Since, then, we have a great high priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus,
the Son of God, let us hold fast to our confession. For we do not have a high priest
who is unable to sympathize with our weaknesses, but we have one who in every
respect has been tested as we are, yet without sin. Let us therefore approach the
throne of grace with boldness, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help
in time of need.

Jesus counsels a man to sell all for the benefit of the poor and follow him, and be then teaches how hard it is
for those with riches to enter the kingdom. Disciples who now surrender much will receive back all manner
of new relationships in the age to come. Jesus first refuses to let himself be called good since that description
belongs to God alone. He then finds that the man has tried to live out bis duties toward his neighbors in
response to divine love. But the decision for discipleship must go beyond this. If the heart is divided by desires

Jesus said, “Truly I tell you, there is no one who has left house or brothers or
sisters or mother or father or children or fields, for my sake and for the sake of the
good news, who will not receive a hundredfold now in this age—houses, brothers
and sisters, mothers and children, and fields with persecutions—and in the age to
come eternal life.
