Welcome BACK to St Dunstan’s!  We are  glad you are here!  

Please silence your phones and wear your mask while indoors. 
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Isaiah 25:6-9 
A prophetic hymn envisioning the day of the Lord’s salvation. The prophet uses a rich banquet as an image 
for the time of festival. It takes place on the mountain of the Lord’s temple, Mount Zion, where heaven and 
earth figuratively meet. This great feast will be for all people, and even the power of death will be overcome.  

On this mountain the Lord of hosts will make for all peoples 

a feast of rich food, a feast of well-aged wines, 
of rich food filled with marrow, of well-aged wines strained clear. 
And he will destroy on this mountain 
the shroud that is cast over all peoples, 
the sheet that is spread over all nations; 
he will swallow up death forever. 
Then the Lord God will wipe away the tears from all faces, 
and the disgrace of his people he will take away from all the earth, 
for the Lord has spoken. 
It will be said on that day, 
Lo, this is our God; we have waited for him, so that he might save us. 
This is the Lord for whom we have waited;

Arriving in Bethany after the death of his friend Lazarus,  
Jesus encounters first Lazarus’s sister Martha and then his sister Mary. Neither of the sisters fully 
comprehend Jesus’ power over death. Deeply affected, Jesus weeps. So that they and others might believe  
more deeply in God, Jesus summons Lazarus to come forth from his tomb. 
 

Priest The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.

When Mary reached the place where Jesus was and saw him, she fell at his  

feet and said, “Lord, if you had been here, my brother would not have died.” 
When Jesus saw her weeping, and the Jews who had come along with her also 
weeping, he was deeply moved in spirit and troubled.  
“Where have you laid him?” he asked.  
“Come and see, Lord,” they replied.  
Jesus wept.  Then the Jews said, “See how he loved him!” 
But some of them said, “Could not he who opened the eyes of the blind  
man have kept this man from dying?” 
 

Jesus, once more deeply moved, came to the tomb. It was a cave with a stone  
laid across the entrance. “Take away the stone,” he said. “But, Lord,” said Martha, 
the sister of the dead man, “by this time there is a bad odor, for he has been there 
four days.” Then Jesus said, “Did I not tell you that if you believe, you will see  
the glory of God?” 
 

So they took away the stone. Then Jesus looked up and said, “Father, I thank you 
that you have heard me. I knew that you always hear me, but I said this for the 
benefit of the people standing here, that they may believe that you sent me.” 
When he had said this, Jesus called in a loud voice, “Lazarus, come out!”  
The dead man came out, his hands and feet wrapped with strips of linen,  
and a cloth around his face. Jesus said to them, “Take off the grave clothes  
and let him go.”
