Priest  In this time of the pandemic, when the community of faith cannot gather together,
we remember the Last Supper of Jesus with his friends, and we give thanks for the gift
of the Holy Eucharist that was given to us on that night—a gift that we hold all the
more precious in these days when we cannot share the bread and the wine.

Yet even in the absence of this sacramental sharing, the mystical union between Christ
and his church, and among all of us as members of Christ’s body, remains unbroken.
And so, mindful of this deep bond of the Spirit, let us unite ourselves to Christ and
one another, as we celebrate the Great Thanksgiving,

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself;

Recalling his death, resurrection, and ascension, we offer you these
gifts. Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of
your Son, the holy food and drink of new and unending life in him. Sanctify us also

that we may faithfully receive this holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, and
peace; and at the last day bring us with all your saints into the joy of your eternal
kingdom. All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ.

By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit

all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever. AMEN.
