The Imposition of Ashes

penitence with which we shall keep this season of Lent.

God our Father, you create us from the dust of the earth: grant that these ashes may
be for us a sign of our penitence and a symbol of our mortality; for it is by your grace

alone that we receive eternal life in Jesus Christ our Savior.

The celebrant and those present receive the imposition of ashes, the celebrant first receiving the imposition from
another minister. At this time, all people may self-impose ashes, or impose ashes upon those in their immediate
households. At the imposition the minister says to each person:

Minister Remember that you are dust, and to dust you shall return.
Turn away from sin and be faithful to Christ.

or the ashes may be imposed without the use of words.
