Leader Restore to wholeness whatever is broken by unforgiveness and human sin,  
 the failure to love, in our lives, in our nation, and in our world; 
People Hear us, O Lord of life. 
  

Leader You are the Lord who does wonders;

Leader With you, O Lord, is the well of life;
