Priest L this time of the pandemic, when the community of faith cannot gather together,

And so, mindful of this deep bond of the Spirit, let us unite ourselves to Christ and
one another, as we celebrate the Great Thanksgiving.

Accept these prayers and praises, Father, through Jesus Christ our great High Priest, to
whom, with you and the Holy Spirit, your Church gives honot, glory, and worship, from
generation to generation. AMEN.
